Among the features of the British countryside fast disappearing is the
village duck pond. It was once vital to the village community as a
place to draw water, to water stork or horses. It was more like a village
filling station. One battle is to save the duck pond and the other is
fought by the creatures of the pond for their own survival. (30 min)

2) BABOON

A detailed study of the close knit family life of a 120-strong troop of
baboons living on an island in the great Okavango Swamp in
Botswana. The film reveals that baboons are highly intelligent and
likeable creatures, devoted to their young and the education that
prepares them for adult life in the troop. - (25 min)

3) THE HEADBANGERS

Of all Britain's woodland birds, none is as well adapted to life among
the trees as the Greater Spotted Woodpecker. Not only are they able
to drill through the hardest wood to reach the burrowing insects inside,
but the males excavate a large nest chamber in living wood and
announce their territory by drumming their beaks 18 times per second
against a tree trunk. - (30 min)

4) THE DRAGON'S TALE

This programme looks at the modern day lizards and their body
shape, behavior and life history and shows how some of the myths
about dragons may have come about. Lizards from the tiny Australian
sand skink to these enormous Komodo dragon - the world's largest
living lizard. The show moves from the deserts of South West Africa to
the chilly waters around the Galapagos Islands. - (25 min)
